The gasoline price crunch, expected to be here indefi-

nitely, and currently around $3.00 plus per gallon, is 

affecting our Field Trips both, in frequency and in 

distance. 

In the interest and fairness to both, members and 

those who volunteer the driving, it has become neces-

sary that each passenger contribute $5.00 as reim-

bursement to cover some of the charges incurred by 

the driver for his or her vehicle.  If the distance is 

short, the driver may come out ahead in out-of-

pocket expenses; on the other side, on long distances, 

the opposite is true. 

Passengers, however, come out ahead in all scenarios 

because it is difficult to drive almost anywhere with 

less than two gallons (currently $6.00). 

The above was initiated by queries from some field 

trip members in their concern to help defray costs 

incurred by the volunteer drivers.  After much inves-

tigation and analyzing over 30 past and future field 

trips planned, we have hopefully arrived at a fair 

number to provide suitable reimbursement. 

We feel confident this decision will have the mem-

bers understanding and support.

 Committee Members

* On February 13th, a packet will be distributed to all participants with the following items enclosed; one (1) roll of 
400ASA/24 exposure print film, a 5x7card listing 8 subjects that may be photographed with a summary of the rules 
on the back, and one small pencil to keep track of your own progress.  

* Each participant will be assigned a number, which will appear on the film cartridge, canister, and processing envelope. 

* A subject may be photographed any number of times at the discretion of the photographer. 

* Interchangeable lens or zoom lens is permitted.  Flash is permitted.  However, only film cameras will be allowed. 

* Upon completion of the shoot, the photographer will deposit their exposed film for processing into their numbered 
envelope.  You must return the exposed film to Charlie by 2:00 PM on the day of the shoot. 

* At the luncheon (Wednesday, February 27th), the processed photos will be returned in a packet that will also include 
tabs to mark the photographerõs choices and 8 ballots, one for each category.  The letter for each category will be on 
each ballot.  Each participant will examine their prints, make their choices and attach a tab with their ID number and 
the category they wish to use for that photo. The participant will retain the excess prints.  Envelopes for each cate-
gory will be available. 

* Photos may cross over categories, but can be entered in only one subject. 

* It will be the photographerõs responsibility to choose in which category his or her photograph will be entered. 

* There will be no penalty for not entering photos in all 8 categories.  Again, it is the photographer's choice. 

 

Judging: 

(1) All members may vote - Members will vote for each of 8 categories, using the pre-marked ballots contained 
in the packet. 

(2) Ballots must include the letter code and photographer's ID number - Ballots without this information 
will not be counted.
