ot too long ago it was quite difficult to create an infrared image.  The film was more ex-

pensive than conventional black and white film; it was necessary to have a red filter on 

the lens, you had to refocus the lens after doing the initial focus because infrared red 

rays focus at a different  point than daylight and you had to load and unload the film in 

total darkness or it would fog.  Even with all these steps that needed to be taken it was still worth 

it because of the unique character of the images that were produced with infrared film.  Unfortu-

nately Kodak has discontinued their 35mm infrared film but infrared is still available from Ilford.  

Here are some of the characteristics that give infrared images their unique look.  Grass appears 

light almost as though covered by snow; distant scenes are detailed with remarkable clarity; clouds 

and snow are white and a blue sky will appear totally or almost totally black.  The broader the leaf 

of the plant or tree, the lighter it will appear and deciduous trees appear light and coniferous trees 

darker.  With film there was considerable grain and the picture was not as sharp as panchromatic 

films were.  White objects and skin tones emit a glow creating a ghostlike ethereal effect and por-

traits were somewhat chalky.  When using digital infrared most of the characteristics are similar but 

of course there is no grain and with converted cameras the sky may not be totally black.  You

digital as with film.  

There are three basic ways to achieve black and white infrared digitally.  An infrared image may be

cess.  There are quite a few steps that have to be concluded to effect this method successfully.  

Another method is simply to add the Hoya R72 filter.  This method also offers a beautiful and au-

thentic infrared.  The problem is that this particular filter is quite dark which in turn makes for a 

longer exposure time.  A tripod is necessary when using this filter.  The third method is to have 

your camera converted to infrared.  This is the method that I have used and have found that it is 

quite successful.  There are a few steps that need to be followed after the image is captured and 

downloaded into the computer.   

There is a slight tint to the image.  This tint may be used if desirable or can be deleted by using 

grayscale or de -saturating the image.  The next step is to go to levels.  The image at this point is 

somewhat dark and levels gives you the opportunity to correct the exposure to your liking.  Those 

are the only two steps that are needed when shooting infrared with a converted camera.  There are

www.lifepixel.com  and I was very happy with the results.  I recommend them highly.
