June 7thñDrakeõs Raid, St. Augustine   If your 
travel plans are to stay in Florida this year, then St. 
Augustine might be a nice place to start your excur-
sion.  Drake’s Raid is a re-enactment of Sir Francis 
Drake’s 1586 sack of St. Augustine where nearly 
1000 of his men landed on Anastasia Island.  Can-
nons at the ready opposite the old wooden fort, the 
famous duel began just before nightfall.  During the 
night, Drake learned that over 300 Spanish had aban-
doned the fort.  At first light, Drake’s team crossed 
Matanzas Bay, taking the fort and proceeded to drive 
the Spanish rear guard from the city. 

The Fountain of Youth park will host both military 
camps throughout the day on Saturday.  The re-
enactment of the sacking and burning of the town 
will begin Saturday evening in the old city and plaza.  

It is interesting to note that the Spanish abandon-
ment of their city was only temporary.  After Drake’s 
men looted and burned the town, the Spanish re-
turned to rebuild  on the same foundations that exist 
today !

Assignments & Programs 
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Arline Delfino recently posed the 
following questions after one of 
our competition meetings.  I pre-
sented the questions to Joe Con-
stantino via e-mail who provided 
the information that follows.  
Thank you to Arline and Joe for 
providing this information as a 
learning tutorial for all members !   

Question: “When we take a pic-
ture of somebody that we might want 
to submit in a contest, do we have to 
ask permission from the person?  
Should we get a release in writing?  
What is the protocol?” 

Answer:  Usually, a model release 
form is only necessary when sub-
mitting a photograph in a contest 
where the image will be or could 
be publicized; put into a national 
magazine; or otherwise viewed on 
a very large scale. 

Local photographic competitions 

such as we have in our photo club 
do no fall into the “wide scale” 
category.  In fact, I have never 
asked permission of anyone 
whose photo I have taken if I 
could enter it into a local photo 
club competition. 

However, if the person  is shown 
in a compromising situation and 
would or could look bad, that 
could create a potential problem.  
At that point, I would have the 
person sign a model release form.   
By the way, a model release form 
is not necessary from anyone who 
is not identifiable. 

There have been times when I did 
not enter a photograph into a 
magazine photo contest because I 
did not have a signed model re-
lease. 

Model release forms are not usu-
ally requested by news photogra-

phers.  Photographs that you may 
see in the newspapers are news 
worthy and do not require model 
release forms.

Additional Information:  In do-
ing a Google search for “Model 
Release Forms”, I ran across sev-
eral interesting sites.  One being 
www.danheller.com/model-
release.html which describes in 
great detail the legalities of model 
releases and their purpose.  It is 
interesting to note that various 
states have their own laws regard-
ing model rights which also may 
or may not involve compensation 
of some sort.  It would be a good 
idea to research the laws of  the 
state where you are taking photo-
graphs to make sure you are 
within legal limitations when it 
comes to needing a model release.

After an accident left AJ Schroetlin mostly blind in 

his left eye, the former home builder decided to 

turn his hobby of photography into a career.  Ad-

vancing from a 2.0 Lensbaby to several models of 

Canon equipment, Schroetlin has made a living  

shooting portraits and weddings.  However, his fa-

vorite subjects to shoot are the landscapes and 

wildlife near his home in Fort Collins, Colorado.   

Schroetlin’s left eye was left completely blurred by 

the accident, while his right eye still has 20/20 vi-

sion meaning he is able to focus on an object in the 

middle, but the surrounding area is blurry; much 

like his outstanding photographs.
